Relationships and Sexuality Education

· The ‘Relationships and Sexuality Education’ (RSE) programme seeks to provide children with opportunities to acquire knowledge and understanding of relationships and human sexuality, through processes which will enable them to form values and establish behaviours within a moral, spiritual and social framework. 
· During the year, children in all classes participate in 6/8 lessons from the RSE programme.
· Parents / guardians are informed on the school’s enrolment form and may withdraw their children from RSE classes or from a specific aspect of the RSE programme (This mainly applies to children in 5th & 6th where ‘sensitive or explicit’ issues may be discussed by invited speakers. Parents/guardians are informed of the content of the day in advance and may withdraw their children if they so wish). See attached R.S.E. policy.
